Kingyo:

Pattern #18419 — RED1 .....ccooooviviniennns 34 yard

Pattern #18419 —BLAL ... %3 yard

Pattern #19839 — BLAL ......ccccoovvvrinicnnne one panel

Pattern #19840 — BLAL ......c.ccoovvvviniennns 21/ yards

Pattern #19841 —REDI ..o 1 yard

Pattern #19843 —BLAL .......ccccocevcvvninn. one fat
quarter

Tokyo:

Pattern #12615 — BLAL ... 1Y/ yards

Backing fabric of choice............ccccceeeee. 3% yards

(horizontal seam)

Batting ......cccooooiiiiiiiiic 64" x 84"

Additional supplies:

Lightweight fusible web............................ 1%/5 yards

Optional: tear-away stabilizer ................... 1Y/ yards

Clear invisible thread for appliqué
Black thread for appliqué

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS:

Please read all instructions carefully before beginning.

/4" seam allowance is included in measurements and all
strips are cut actoss the width of the fabric unless noted
otherwise. Label pieces and keep together until ready to sew.
A. KINGYO:

Pattern #18419-RED1 (small flowers):

1. Two 52" strips (E). From one of the strips,
cut one 54" x 141" rectangle (F).

2. One 12'42" x 18" rectangle (G)

Pattern #18419-BLA1 (small flowers):

1. Eight 2'/2" strips for binding

Pattern #19839-BLA1 (panel):

1. Trim panel to 23" x 42'/,".

Pattern #19840-BLA1 (border stripe):

1. Referring to the quilt photo, carefully fussy
cut four identical 7'/2" x length of fabric strips
for outer border.

2. From the scallop image, fussy cut four
identical 2°/+" x length of fabric strips for
frame around panel (A).

Pattern #19841-RED (large flowers):

1. Following the manufacturers directions, fuse
the lightweight fusible web to wrong side
of fabric. Fussy cut five flower images with
scissors, leaving /16" of black around each
image. Remove paper backing.

Pattern #19843-BLA1 (large circles):

1. Fuse lightweight fusible web to wrong side
of fabric. Fussy cut four circular images with
scissors. Cut the images on the design line.
Remove paper backing.

B. TOKYO:
Pattern #12615-BLA1 (texture):
1. One 12'4" x length of fabric strip (B)
2. One 12'/2" x 34" rectangle from length of
fabric (D)
3. One 5'4" x 34" rectangle from length of
fabric (C)

PIECING INSTRUCTIONS: Refer to quilt diagram.

A. Sew the A strips to each side of the panel, mitering corners.
Trim excess. Press toward the strips.

B. Sew the two E strips together, end to end. Press seam open.
Cut the length equal to the length of the panel unit. Sew to
the left side of the unit. Press toward E.

C. Fuse the flowers to the B strip as shown in the quilt photo.
Use black thread to machine appliqué the flowers to the
strip, using the stitch of your choice. (Optional: Use tear-away
stabilizer under the area to be stitched, if desired. Remove
stabilizer when stitching is completed.)

D. Cut the length of the B strip equal to the length of the panel unit, keeping the appliqué
centered on the strip. Sew the strip to the right side of the unit. Press toward B.

E. Sew F to C. Press seam open. Measure the width of the panel unit. Trim the F/C strip equal to
the width of the unit, trimming only from C (F was originally cut to the exact measurement).
Sew to the top of the unit. Press toward F/C.

E Sew G to D. Press seam open. Trim the excess of D so that G/D is the same width as the panel
unit. Fuse the circular motifs to G/D. Use invisible thread to machine appliqué the motifs to the
background. Use tear-away stabilizer if desired. Sew the appliquéd strip to the panel unit. Press
toward G/D.

G. Sew the outer border strips to each side of the quilt top, mitering corners. Trim excess at

corners. Press toward border strips.

FINISHING:

1. Prepare backing with a horizontal seam to measure 64" x 84". Press seam open.

2. Layer quilt top, batting and backing,

3. Quilt as desired.

4. Trim layers even with quilt top.

5. Join binding strips with diagonal seams. Press seams open. Attach binding to quilt using your
favorite method.

6. Make a hanging sleeve and a label and sew to the back of the quilt.
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
