I.	 Pattern #19704 – BEI1............................... 1/3 yard
J.	 Pattern #19705 – GRE1.............................. 1/4 yard
K.	 Pattern #19705 – YEL1.............................. 1/3 yard
L.	 Pattern #19706 – GRE1.............................. 11/2 yards
M.	Pattern #19708 – PIN1............................... 1/3 yard
Backing of choice.............................................. 31/2 yards
Batting............................................................... 60" x 75"

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS: 
Please read all instructions carefully before beginning. 1/4" 
seam allowance is included in measurements and all strips 
are cut across the width of the fabric unless noted otherwise. 
Label pieces and keep together until ready to sew. 

A.	Pattern #19700 – GRE1 (repeating stripe)
	� Note: Cut all strips on the lengthwise grain. Center 

strip motifs within stated widths. 31/4" strips use the 
“jumping bunny” rows. 51/4" strips use the “bunny 
family” rows.

	 1. �Cut one 31/4" x 33" (Row 5). Cut one 31/4" x 64" 
(Row 12). Cut one 31/4" x 43" (Row 22).

	 2. �Cut four 51/4" x length of fabric for inner border.
B.	 Pattern #19701 – PIN1 (pink large rose print)
	 1. �Cut two 3" strips. Sew together end to end; press. 

Cut 3" x 48" (Row 21). Trim remaining strip to 	
21/2" wide.

	 2. �Cut one 21/2" strip. Sew end to end with trimmed 
strip; press. Cut 21/2" x 49" (Row 9).

C.	Pattern #19701 – DKBEI1 (beige large rose print)
	 1. �Cut two 31/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 31/4" x 65" (Row 17).
	 2. �Cut one 2" strip; subcut 2" x 40" (Row 7).
D.	Pattern #19702 – GRE1 (green large rose print)
	 1. �Cut one 3" strip; subcut 3" x 27" (Row 4).

E.	� Pattern #19702 – PIN1 (pink medium rose print)
	 1. �Cut two 31/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 31/4" x 64" (Row 15).
F.	 Pattern #19703 – CRE1 (cream small rose print)
	 1. �Cut two 21/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 21/4" x 64" (Row 13).
G.	Pattern #19703 – YEL1 (yellow small rose print)
	 1. �Cut one 5" strip; subcut 5" x 12" (Row 1). Trim 

remaining strip to 21/2" wide. Cut 21/2" x 22" 
(Row 3).

	 2. �Cut two 31/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 
press. Cut 31/4" x 56" (Row 19). Trim remaining 
strip to 23/4" wide.

	 3. �Cut one 23/4" strip. Sew end to end with trimmed 
strip; press. Cut 23/4" x 55" (Row 10).

	 4. �Cut one 3" strip; subcut 3" x 33" (Row 24).
H.	Pattern #19704 – GRE1 (green large dot print)
	 1. Cut one 33/4" strip; subcut 33/4" x 18" (Row 2).
	 2. �Cut one 31/4" strip; subcut 31/4" x 37" (Row 23).
I.	 Pattern #19704 – BEI1 (beige large dot print)
	 1. �Cut two 23/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 23/4" x 45" (Row 8). Trim remaining 
strip to 21/4" wide.

	 2. �Cut one 21/4" strip. Sew end to end with trimmed 
strip; press. Cut 21/4" x 50" (Row 20).

J.	 Pattern #19705 – GRE1 (green tiny stripe print)
	 1. �Cut two 21/2" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 21/2" x 65" (Row 16).
K.	Pattern #19705 – YEL1 (yellow tiny stripe print)
	 1. �Cut two 21/2" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 21/2" x 64" (Row 11).
	 2. �Cut one 5" strip; subcut 5" x 18" (Row 26).
L.	 Pattern #19706 – GRE1 (green check print)
	 1. �Cut two 21/2" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 21/2" x 64" (Row 14).
M.	Pattern #19708 – PIN1 (pink tonal dot print)
	 1. �Cut one 21/2" strip; subcut 21/2" x 37" (Row 6).
	 2. �Cut two 21/4" strips. Sew together end to end; 

press. Cut 21/4" x 56" (Row 18).
	 3. �Cut one 23/4" strip; subcut 23/4" x 29" (Row 25).

Assembling the Quilt:
1. �Referring to Figure 1, below, sew rows together as 

shown centering rows to each other.
2. �Press seams flat and trim quilt to 341/2" x 491/2". Use 

the 45º angle on your ruler to keep edges straight 	
(Figure 2).

3. �Fold remainder of fabric [L] diagonally as shown; 
press. Trim a sliver from the folded edge to create cut 
edges (Figure 3).

4. �Keeping fabric doubled and starting at the trimmed 
edge, cut one 41/2" strip (two layers). These will 
be used for top and bottom outer borders. Cut two 
more 41/2" strips (equals four strips). Sew strips 
together end to end; press. Cut strip in half for side 
borders (Figure 4). 

5. �Cut the remainder of fabric triangle into 21/4" strips 
for binding.

6. �Center [A] inner border strips to [L] 41/2" strips; pin. 
Sew together and press toward [L].

7. �Center border sets to edges of quilt top; pin. Sew to 
quilt, beginning and ending seams 1/4" from raw edge 
of quilt. Close corners with mitered seams matching 
seams. Trim excess border to 1/4";  press open.

Finishing:
1. �Cut backing fabric in half and sew two widths 	

together. Seam will be placed horizontally with  	
quilt top.

2. �Layer quilt top, batting and backing. Baste layers 
together.

3. �Quilt as desired and trim layers even with quilt top.
4. �Prepare binding using [L] 21/4" strips to equal a 

length of approximately 265". Sew to quilt using 
your  favorite method.
